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Voter guides are not provided for every campaign, every
election and every issue so here are the steps to follow so
you know the resources you need to make an informed
vote and help others do the same.

Give yourself time to prepare for voting. It could take
some extensive time, perhaps you could split up the races
with a few friends and research things as a team!

Most importantly, recognize what your core principles are
and what you want your elected leaders to reflect.
Determine who the best candidate is - then go vote!

Obtain a sample ballot prior to election day. Locate
it on the Secretary of State’s or CTV’s website or call your
local township or county clerk. (The following is still
doable without a ballot.)

Identify what Districts you live in. This could include
US Congress, State Senate, State House, Local Judges and
other community seats.

Identify who or what is on your ballot. It might
include educational boards, local races, mileages or ballot
initiatives and judges. You can visit the Secretary of State
website for candidates who filed or call your local county
clerk.

Get to know the candidate! Visit their websites, face
books, join their email! Check their record! If they are a
previous office holder, visit www.mivotes.org to see
where they stand on legislation or check the newspaper
to see what they have said on community issues, etc.

Learn what individuals or organizations have
endorsed the candidate (or ballot initiative).

Learn where the candidates stand on your issues.
Remember character is important: talk to people close to
them. Watch their debates, attend events where you

can meet them. Go directly to the candidate: you don’t
need an organization to tell you where they stand on
issues. They represent you so ask them!

Tips: Always get different perspectives, don’t just ‘trust’
one source; be respectful when talking to the candidates;
do careful research; join their email lists and face book
groups; and share your findings with everyone you know!
Remind them to vote in August and in November.

REMEMBER: once leaders are voted into office, hold
them accountable!
